TECH CHANGES FOR 2014
5.10.3 No electronic “measuring device” (except Tacho / Rev. Counters) shall be allowed. No potentiometers, wheel sensors, data-logging of any type or description shall be allowed.

5.10.4 Any such data-logging / sensor system fitted to a car presented for scrutineering shall render the car ineligible for racing and the car shall be deemed as having failed scrutineering and shall not be allowed to race at that particular meeting (or any future meeting unless all system is removed).

Silverstone Driver Meetings 
When you meet your drivers there are a few questions about which I would be interested in getting a response.
 
1. Over the last two years we have insisted that races should have a minimum length of 20 minutes. Are the drivers happy with this? 

2. On the agenda I have received as an HFF competitor Andrew is asking drivers about race meeting formats. His contention is that drivers would on balance prefer our meetings to be double headers. If this was the case we could possibly reduce the number of meeting we run. The argument is that for the same amount of racing this would reduce our race budgets. He will get an answer for Formula Ford. I would be interested in what all your drivers think. 

3. We nearly always offer day before ‘scrutineering’. Other clubs don’t. It costs us money. Is this a good benefit for competotrs and do they want us to continue? 

4. Personally I believe our paddocks can be better organised. We have made improvements but still have the opportunity to look much better than any other club. Earlier today Chris Alford called me from an MGCC meeting. He said their paddock was absolute chaos and clearly our efforts are beginning to pay off. Do the drivers have any other suggestions as to how we can improve the paddocks for them? We always assume that most drivers (+60%) would like to park up with others in their championship. Are we right?
